Mo-
tion, second, and vote taken to accept checks, money orders, and cash, at gymkhanas and horse shows. Ma-
jority of members voting approved the policy, however, if at all possible, pay by check for horse show and gymkhana entries for security 
reasons.

Motion, second, and unanimous approval to combine lead line 
events into one event and run first at gymkhanas, charge will be $10 per rider.

Grounds: Open. Tammy: Simpson electric will get estimate to add lights. Will be out to check into why breakers were tripping at horse 
show. CFD wants to use grounds for overflow contestant parking. Tammy will check into this further. Tractor is working. Tammy is re-
scinding her resignation as of September 1. Welcome back Tammy!  
Advisor: Michelle Martinez. Not Present. 
3-D Barrels: Amanda Kroul. Not Present, but sent report. Next 3-D barrel race is June 18th, pending the status of the EHV-1 virus. She 
has two more sponsors. Will get cost for trophy saddle and all-around saddle. 
Royalty Advisor: Victoria Hall. No Report.

Spreading rapidly across 
Western US and Canada. Very contagious. Be cautious about going to events and being around other horses. Incubation time seems to be 
about a week. Complete information at www.aphis.usda.gov.  Susan Benning would like approval to partner with 4H for a payback show 
and gymkhana at LCCC on June 18th & 19th. This would be open to the public, 4H, CST, and FFA. There will also possibly be a free 
speed clinic before the gymkhana on the 19th. Motion, second, and unanimous approval to partner with 4H on this show/gymkhana.
